Course Scope:

This one-year course is designed to develop an appreciation of dance as an art form.
Through movement experiences, students communicate in a way that is different from the
written or spoken word, or even from other visual or auditory symbol systems. Students
develop higher order thinking skills through perceiving, analyzing, and making
discriminating judgments about dance. The student examines the role and meaning of
dance in diverse social, cultural, and historical contexts through a variety of dance forms.
Instructional practices incorporate integration of diversity awareness including
appreciation of all cultures and their important contributions to society. The appropriate
use of technology is an integral part of this course. This course fulfills either the one
Arts/Humanities credit, one Physical Education credit, or one of the elective credits
required for graduation.

Course Goals:

To identify and demonstrate movement elements and skills in performing dance.
To understand choreographic principles, processes, and structure.

To understand dance as a way to create and communicate meaning.

To apply and demonstrate critical and creative thinking skills in dance.

To demonstrate and understand dance in various cultures and historical periods.
To analyze connections between dance and healthful living.

To demonstrate relationships between dance and other disciplines.

Course Structure:

Students will study various dance forms including but not limited to: Ballet, Jazz,
Tap, Theatrical, Modern, Contemporary, Swing, and Hip Hop.

*xStudent will be conditioning one/two times a week on the track/bleachers,
(mile once a week under 10 min).

Course Information:
Students are required to have a composition notebook and pencil that will
remain in their dance locker all year.

Daily Attire/Course Fees:
The following dance attire is required daily.

-Solid Black Leggings, NO LOGOS (purchased on your own)
-Black Jazz Shoes (purchased on your own)

-Tennis shoes (purchased on your own)

You may bring warm ups/sweatpants for cold days during outdoor conditioning.
Street shoes, sandals, or boots are not permitted on the dance floor at any time.
At no time will a student be allowed not to dress out for class. Students who
refuse to dress out properly will be disciplined according to the school’s
disciplinary policy. Dance attire must go home on Friday and brought back clean
on Monday.

The total course fee for Dance will be $30. You may pay Coach Harrison,School
Banker, or online at the GVHS Webstore. The GVHS bank accepts cash or money
orders only- no personal checks. (These fees do not include the costume fees for
the Fall Concert, Performing Arts Performance, and Spring Concert).

Grading:
Grading will be based on total percentage points at the end of each grading

period. Grading will be based on percentage of the total number of points
available for the entire quarter. The scale is as follows:

A=100-90, B=89-80, C=79-70, D=69-60, F=59 and below.

The grade is based on promptness, proper dress attire, participation, attitude,
cooperation, technique, class projects, and written tests.

Each student may earn a total of 10 points per day for regular activities. The ten
points are assigned to two areas. If these areas are not completed each day,
points will be deducted accordingly.

5 points for dress
5 points for participation

Note: If a student is not dressed out in the required uniform he/she is not allowed
to participate in the day’s activity, therefore will lose all participation points, too.

Assignments given to students with more than a week notification of the due
date are due on the day the student returns from an excused absence. Any
assignment submitted after the due date may receive reduced credit.

Roll call will begin five minutes after the start time for class. Please be prompt.

Locker room will be locked at this fime and will remain locked until the end of

class. Five minutes will be allotted at the end of class for dressing. Students may
not leave the locker room without the teacher’s permission.

Class projects, written tests, and technique testing will be given throughout the



year. Additional points will be given for each assignment and test.

Citizenship is an important part of dance class and will be part of the class
grade as well as a letter indicating performance.

Repeated loss of participation/attitude points and/or tardiness will result in
disciplinary action taken by the instructor, which may include but not limited to:
phone calls to parents, referral to dean, and /or a “U” in citizenship

Grade Access:
Parents and students may access grades at any time using Infinite Campus.
Grades will be updated by Friday of each week.

Semester Grades:

Semestoer exam grade will be used in the determination of each student’s final
semester grade. This grade will normally count for approximately 20% of the
student’s total semester grade and 40% for each quarter.

Performances:

Performing Arts Assembly, Fall, and the Spring Show are performances that are
required by each dancer. The following dates and times are MANDATORY. Failure
to attend the following events will result in a loss of points foward your quarter
grades.
